- A new French initiative in 
Lebanon as a result of the visit of the Maronite Patriarch Khraish to Paris. - The cease-fire 
in southern Lebanon is a test of the chances for peace in the Middle East. - Weizmann 
hopes to find a solution to the problem of southern Lebanon after the cease-fire. - A 
proposal to grant the West Bank a civilian administration headed by personalities who do 
not support the Palestine Liberation Organization (PLO). - Carter signs a charter to 
guarantee human rights on the fourth of October. - The municipality of Nazareth 
demands the issuance of a precautionary order against the Minister of Interior regarding 
the municipality's budget. - Israel participates in an international conference of social 
security institutions. - The United States of America is facing difficult international 
economic problems, the most important of which is the growing deficit in the trade 
balance.
