- A border guard policeman was 
injured in Nablus, two young men were wounded in Dheisheh Refugee Camp, and a 
curfew was imposed in several areas. - Sending delegations or observers from the United 
Nations to the occupied Palestinian territories, which turbid the atmosphere, planted 
mines, and prevented the possibility of achieving peace between Israel and the Arab 
countries. - The Arab League calls for securing protection for the Palestinian people in 
the occupied territories. - The Israeli military courts issued various rulings against several 
Palestinians from the Palestinian territories occupied in 1948, on security charges. - The 
Israeli occupation authorities imposed fines on a citizen of Tulkarm due to the presence 
of slogans on the walls of his house. - South Korea is running for the 2002 FIFA World 
Cup. - Iraq rejects in advance the decision to declare war issued by the US War Council in 
New York. - The immigration of Soviet Jews sets records in Israel. - The Palestine 
Liberation Organization (PLO) refuses to accommodate Palestinian students in the 
Turkish part of the disputed island of Cyprus. - The United States of America (USA) will 
try to include Syria in the political process and demands that Israel present new ideas as 
an alternative to the international conference.
