The issue cost 8 shekels and
included a collection of statements, announcements, advertisements and political and
sports news including: - The Executive Committee of the Palestine Liberation
Organization (PLO) resumes its work, and Yasser Arafat chairs a meeting of Palestinian
military leaders. - The Israeli occupation army helps the Lebanese Christian Phalanges to
impose their control over the Druze areas, and the clashes renewed in the Lebanese
Chouf region. - Protest demonstrations in Hebron against the terrorist acts of the Kiryat
Arba colonizers. - For the third day in a row, the Israeli occupation authorities are
disrupting studies at Hebron University and preventing 4 foreign teachers from teaching
without prior military permission.
