- Continuation of the campaign against the 
Palestinians in southern Lebanon. - A fire in Nazareth devours the hall and furniture of 
the Municipal Cultural Center. - The Knesset holds an emergency session to discuss the 
establishment of the upper Nablus colony, and opposition parties are protesting against 
its establishment. - "A Homeland in the Intensive Care Unit", an article by Ghada al-
Samman. - "We, as an enemy", an article in the Israeli newspaper Haaretz by Yoel 
Marcus. - French Jewish institutions call on the Mitterrand government to prevent the 
international conference on Palestine from being held in Paris. - 75% of Americans 
support freezing aid to Israel. - "The year of war in Lebanon is not over yet and cannot be 
forgotten", editorial of the Israeli newspaper, Al Hamishmar.
