The issue cost 8 shekels and 
included a collection of statements, announcements, advertisements and political and 
sports news including:  - The bombing of the American embassy in Beirut, more than 130 
dead and wounded were pulled out from the rubble. - Yasser Arafat arrives in Prague on 
an official visit to start the Palestinian-Czechoslovak talks. - The Gush Emunim Zionist 
movement reveals a plan to build 15 new colonies in the occupied West Bank this year. - 
The Islamic Conference in Baghdad affirms the right of the Palestinian people to self-
determination and calls for an end to the Gulf War. - The Israeli Occupation Forces (IOF) 
are building a new airport in Ain Zahle in Lebanon. - A colonial celebration inaugurated 
the colony of "Bracha" on Mount Gerizim in Nablus. - "The Lion and the Fox", an article in 
the Israeli newspaper Haolam Hazeh by Uri Avnery. - Sanabel Troupe for Folklore 
performs an artistic evening at Birzeit University. - “There are no solutions, no 
acquaintance, no favour, as stones are easily thrown,” an article in the Israeli newspaper 
Haaretz by Zvi Barel.
