The issue cost 40 agoras and 
included a collection of statements, announcements, advertisements and political and 
sports news including:  - Mahmoud Abbas, a member of the Executive Committee of the 
Palestine Liberation Organization (PLO), declares that recognition of the legitimate rights 
of the Palestinian people is a prerequisite for achieving peace in the Middle East. - The 
failure to establish pro-Syrian Lebanese fronts, after intense discussions between Abdul 
Halim Khaddam, the Syrian Vice President, and the Lebanese party leaders. - The 
International Red Cross condemns the Israeli practices in the occupied territories. - 
Quoting from Lebanese newspapers, leaders from Fatah arrived in the Sidon region and 
established military positions there. - Quoted from the Israeli newspaper, Al Hamishmar, 
contacts to hold a new meeting between Arafat and an Israeli leftist delegation. - The 
"Gush Emunim" colonial Jewish settler movement calls for tougher penalties such as 
deportation against patriots in the West Bank and the Gaza Strip. - Tulkarm and the 
Triangle Message to Asha'b Newspaper Correspondent Hisham abu Teme. - "The Cairo 
Agreement was concluded by Abdel Nasser and cancelled by Hafez al-Assad", an article 
in the Arab Attali'a Newspaper.
